During the past year, I have become aware of the opportunity that is being offered to property owners on Bony Lake to participate in a Lakewide Restoration & Conservation Project and have indicated my interest in participating in the project.  It is my understanding that a Lake Protection/Shoreland Restoration Grant has been written cooperatively by individuals representing the Bony Lake riparian owners, Bayfield County Land & Water Conservation Department (LWCD), and Sigurd Olson Environmental Institute (SOEI) at Northland College and submitted to the Wisconsin DNR to seek approximately $100,000 in financial assistance over a three-year period of time to support this very important effort to protect the water quality and natural beauty of Bony Lake.  

It is my understanding that the funding, if approved, would allow any riparian owner who is interested to work collaboratively with the County Conservationist, Mr. Butch Lobermeier, in the evaluation of the existing shoreland vegetative area and the design of a shoreland restoration and/or conservation plan that would respond to the specific needs, and uses, of that property’s shoreland area.  Once a plan is mutually agreed upon, assistance will be provided to the riparian owner to implement the plan; e.g., selection and purchase of appropriate plants, oversight of planting, etc.  The costs related to the shoreland restorations will be provided by the grant on a “70-30 cost-share basis”: 70% funded; 30% matched by the owner.  The “match” can be in the form of an “in-kind contribution of volunteer labor”; e.g., planting and maintenance of the shoreland plan.  

If grant funding is approved, other aspects of the three-year project, that will work toward long-term protection of Bony Lake and the surrounding natural habitat, will include:  educational opportunities for lakes owners and area residents (workshops, printed materials, etc); on-site consultations regarding ways to minimize the impact of stormwater run-off; strategies for shoreland and shoreline erosion control; surveys of existing, and monitoring of future, wildlife populations and their on-shore and near-shore habitats; protection, and restoration where possible, of native aquatic plant vegetation; and identification and removal/control of invasive plants or animals.  These efforts will be implemented with the funded assistance of LWCD staff, SOEI staff and students, and opportunities for volunteer involvement of riparian and area residents.

As a riparian owner on Bony Lake, I want to express my support for this Lakewide Restoration & Conservation Project and indicate my interest in working toward a shoreland restoration and/or conservation plan for my lakeshore property.
